WHAT YOU CAN DO

Contact the election candidates in your constituency and region. Use the Manifesto to

help you talk to them about your concerns. 

Pick one or two sections from the Manifesto that resonates the most with you. Base

your questions specifically around these issues. Ask candidates if they will uphold

women's rights on the points you raised if you were to vote for them.

You can also ask candidates to support Women's Pledges in their own political party,

for example, SNP Women's Pledge, Labour Women's Declaration etc.

Leave in

locations where people can come across them.
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
